Budget Reductions Impact on Interscholastic Athletics

1) Reduction of Modified teams and increase in middle school enrollment

Impact:

· Savings of approximately $24,000

· This will be felt most greatly at the middle school level.

· Instead of two 7th and 8th grade pure teams, there will be one 7th and 8th grade mixed team per sport.

· We will still have at least one team for every sport.

· It will create more competition at the middle school level.

· Sports where we would normally have equal representation in the 7th and 8th grade will now be reduced to primarily 8th grade representation.  

· There will be cuts on almost all middle school teams.

· Many 7th graders who are presently forced to deal with constant conflicts between religious school and participation in athletics will not have this problem.

Game Plan

· Work with Rye Brook recreation to create additional programs.

· Develop a stronger after school intramural program.

· A strong intramural program might actually increase participation.

· Intramurals could be open to the 6th grade.

· Intramurals would give students more of an opportunity to try a greater variety of sports.

· Intramurals will provide greater flexibility in dealing with religious instruction commitments.
